Programme

The following map may help you find us.

To allow the gardens to be viewed in the best light, the earlier start time of 6.30 pm is
suggested, but come when you can. Sausages, ice-cream, juice, and tea and coffee will be
provided but we ask for your help with the salads or dessert. You are welcome to bring and
cook any other meat you may prefer.
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The evening is BYO if you fancy something more interesting than orange juice! Seating is
limited, so your own chair or cushion would ensure you can sit when you want to. Please
bring a warm jacket because we are on the estuary and the evening breeze can be chilly.
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For those members coming from the North or West via the Southern Motorway, take the
South Eastern Highway Exit, approximately 2 km after the Ellerslie Highway exit, and
continue on it crossing Carbine Road through to Pakuranga Town Centre. Keep to the right
hand lane and turn right into Ti Rakau Drive. Keep in right hand lane and after 1 km note
small shopping block on Edgewater Drive Corner. Turn right into Edgewater Drive and
follow to Riverina Avenue on the right. No 7 is down a right of way. Please park in Riverina
Avenue or Edgewater Drive.

For those members coming from the South via the Southern Motorway, take the Mt
Wellington Exit, turn right and follow the Mt Wellington Highway approximately 1 km to
“Big Fresh Corner”, turn right into Waipuna Road, and follow through until Waipuna Road
joins the South Eastern Highway. Continue through to Pakuranga as above.
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Nurturing of freshly exposed flask seedlings

On speaking with Sue Tucker today, she tells me that some growers are having trouble with
the growth of their new seedlings purchased from Roy Tokunaga at our last Spring Show.
Asking me how our seedlings are doing she asked if [ would pass on what I have been doing
with them since they had been de-flasked as they appear to be doing well.

Firstly we removed the seedlings from the flask in December without separating them
individually and carefully washed out the agar with luke warm water. Then we carefully
wrapped the undisturbed roots in sphagnum moss as a bunch and placed them in one pot
where they will remain for 3 months to harden up before separating them into their own pots.
The conditions they are in vary from 15-30 degrees during the day and night. I have been
misting them 3-4 times a day to keep up the humidity and bring down the temperature. They
have been getting a light feed of high nitrogen every 2 days. Since then, they have been
growing new shoots and are looking very healthy without any signs of any losses. I hope this
will be of help to those whom are experiencing problems.
