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Excerpts of the Waikato Orchid Society History

The following is a selection of highlights of the activities of the Waikato Orchid
Society over its 50 years of history. A more complete rendition is in the souvenir
booklet that attendees of the celebrations will receive.

In the Beginning

It was June 1960 when a group of enthusiasts got together to form the embryo of
what developed into the Waikato Orchid Society. The clubrooms of the then
Whitiora Bowling Club were hired and the meeting was advertised in the Waikato
Times for a date in July. The evening came and 28 people turned up. Twenty
people paid a £1 membership fee and by the end of 1960 no less than 47 had
joined the group. The first public show was held in the spring of 1963, at the art
gallery building which used to be in Grantham Street and where the monthly
meetings were now being held.

By 1964, which marked the centenary of Hamilton City, it was decided to hold a
National Show which besides orchids had a fashion parade. To advertise the
show, there was a vintage car rally carrying members around the city in period
costumes, waving orchids and extolling the public to attend the show.

The Boom Times

Following on from the first NZ
International Orchid Conference
held in the spring of 1980 at the
Ellerslie Racecourse, and two
major local horticultural shows,
namely the ‘Mini Chelsea
Flower Show’ and ‘Springworld’
in 1984, the growth in the
society over these years was
phenomenal. By the end of
1984 it had a committee of 15
people and no less than 500

members, and in July 1985 the

The 13" World Orchid Conference

This was held in Auckland in September 1990. 2198 people registered for the
conference and over 40,000 people attended the show. The Waikato OS display
was a mammoth undertaking, featuring Mt. Pirongia painted on an enormous
backdrop commissioned for the event and props included a large Maori canoe, a
waterfall, ferns and other native vegetation and recorded native bird songs.

By now the membership had stabilised at
about 60 including family members, and in
common with most Clubs and Societies it
seemed impossible to attract youthful
members to sustain the Society. However
the Society was undaunted, by volunteering
to host both the 4™ and 5" New Zealand
International Orchid Expos, in September
2000 and 2005 respectively. These 4 day
events, consisting of a Show and
Conference were innovative in that displays
from other local organizations were also
incorporated such as Camellias, Floral Art,
Cake Decorating, Patchwork and Quilting,
plus a Daffodil Show. A small but dedicated
group worked extremely hard to make these
events successful.
