CULTURE  NOTES    

DECEMBER 

GENERAL COMMENTS.  

Keep up humidity & good ventilation is also important. If the bark mix dries out 
due to lack of watering, it is very difficult to get it to take up water again, one 



way to make sure the mix is thoroughly wetted again is to soak the pot in a 
bucket of water for a couple of hours. If plants are allowed to dry out under 
these conditions they will be put under a lot of stress, & the break in the uptake 
of nutrients will cause a check that will knock them for a long time. 

All plants will benefit from a spray over the leaves in the next month or so with 
a solution of a teaspoon of Epsom Salts in 9 litres of water to brighten up leaf 
condition. 

Keep up a regular SPRAY programme for FUNGUS & PESTS.

CYMBIDIUMS need to be fed at each second or third watering with ½  strength 
fertiliser. You should have finished most of your repotting now. Young plants 
can be fed a high Nitrogen mix right through till the cooler weather. Keep pots 
of the ground so that the air is able to circulate all around them. 

These plants like to have good morning sun, but be shaded from the intense 
afternoon sun, and given plenty of ventilation. On hot evenings a sprinkle of 
water over the leaves & bulbs will help to give that drop in temperature required 
at this time of year to initiate next years spikes. 

PAPHIOPEDILUMS need to have their feed rate increased now, fed at each 
third watering with fertilizer at ½  the strength of the Cymbidiums, keep them 
out of direct sun (50% natural light), DON’T allow water to stay on leaves!! 

CATTLEYAS like good light all day, feed the same as Cymbidiums, avoid 
drying out. These plants like plenty of ventilation & high humidity. 

VANDAS like good light all day, but can be burnt if they have water left on 
leaves in strong sunlight. Give these plants plenty of ventilation & high 
humidity. 

NOBILE TYPE DENDROBIUMS like good light, & can be watered every day in 
hot weather, feed with  phostrogen only , as this stops the plants putting up 
weak growths that will not mature 

AUSSIE DENDROBIUMS as with Nobiles at this time of year 

 PHALAENOPSIS don't put these in strong light -  discolouration of leaves can 
indicate that there is too bright a light. Keep them out of direct sun (50% natural 
light). Feed every third watering. Give these plenty of humidity & air movement 
on hot days. 

LAELIAS will appreciate being brought out into a shady area to get that extra 
ventilation. 

RAFTS of all types need plenty of misting in this hot weather.
